Out of the 251 Jefferson County Diaper Bank applicants, 45% of the residents reside in 

Steubenville. In all, 299 individual children have received diapers for a grand total of 14,460 

diapers. Therefore, fans of Steubenville Big Red will be making donations that will positively 

impact children and families in their city. Fans are asked to bring packs of unopened diapers to 

the JCGHD tent at Harding Stadium. All diaper sizes will be accepted as well as monetary 

donations. The JCGHD and SHS Key Club invites everyone to get involved to help support the 

community.
